Conceptual overview, boundaries, and reframing of educational
services in libraries: from fostering reading culture to multiliteracies

ABSTRACT
The educational role of the library has been consistently proven and supported over time through its

various operational frameworks, which are tailored to its mission and the audience it serves. Terms

information literacy,

such as “reading for pleasure,” “reading literacy, multiliteracies,” now define
modern educational services offered by libraries, emphasizing the need for redefinition and
modernization of procedures. This paper aims to explore the perceptions and beliefs of students of the
Department of Archives, Library Science, and Information Systems of the University of West Attica. To
this end, a collective discussion was conducted with three target groups. At the end of the sessions,
participants who wished to do so completed printed questionnaires in person, specifically designed to
collect qualitative data. The primary objective was to investigate the existing cognitive framework
regarding key concepts and terms of educational terminology, and to examine the extent to which these
terms are reused with their original meaning or adapted in the fields of Library and Information Science.
Lastly, the study examines how the library contributes to the development of critical thinking, social
